THE 55 MPH CONSTRUCTION ZONE speed limit north of Plattsmouth on 
Highway 75 remains in place because the project is not complete yet — 
Nebraska Department of Transportation District 2 Engineer Tom Goodbarn 
said the work is not continuous but “we can’t increase then decrease speed 
limits for short periods of time so in general we leave them adjusted until a 
project is complete.”   
 Deck joints, pile jacket work under the bridge, deck grinding, guardrail, and 
striping are still things that need to be completed. There was a delay due to 
some unforeseen design modifications to the deck joints, said Goodbarn in 
comments to WOWT 6 News.    
 
BOND IS $250,000 for a 29-year-old Omaha man who remained in Cass 
County Jail at last report — Jacob L. Rhodd is charged with two counts of 
third degree sexual assault of a child. That charge is a Class 3A Felony.  
 The preliminary hearing is October 31st.  
 The alleged sexual assault of a young girl took place in Elmwood 
approximately 4 to 6 years ago, says the affidavit in support of an arrest 
warrant. The investigation originated with the girl speaking to the Nemaha 
County Sheriff’s Office last winter. The warrant was issued June 16th. He was 
booked a week ago.
